requirements fo r each WASTEnet Local Regional 
Authority (LRA).

During the above events, 
representatives from local and regional authorities 
participating in WASTEnet will have the opportunity to 
visit study sites with operational conventional and 
Natural Treatment Systems. Promotion actions on NTS 
will involve the development of a documentary video, 
brochures, and the official networkõs web-page. 
WASTEnet will place particular interest in networki ng 
with other similar projects and initiatives.
