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The 10th meeting of the Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC) of the Black Sea Joint Operational Programme 2007-2013 was held in Burgas, Bulgaria on the 29th of September 2015.

The financial aspects of the implementation of the joint operational programme were addressed during the meeting.

The JMC also reviewed aspects related to the implementation of the projects awarded under the two calls for proposals, focusing on issues causing delays in the project implementation and projects encountering risks.

On 30 September, 2015 Burgas Municipality hosted the final Conference “Shared Competences and Increasing Expertise in Integrated HSs Management” and Stakeholders’ Meeting of the project “Integrated Hotspots Management and Saving the Living Black Sea Ecosystem – HOT Black Sea”. The overall objective of the project Hot Black Sea was to set up initiatives that contribute to the improvement of the protection of the Black Sea environment.

At this conference, Mrs. Laura Bobarnac, the Programme Manager of the Black Sea Basin JOP, presented the future BSB Programme 2014-2020. The representatives of the Programme from Bulgaria and Turkey were also present.
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Through the programme funded under the European
Neighbourhood Instrument Cross Border Cooperation (ENI
CBC), the EU will contribute to improve the welfare of the
people in the Black Sea Basin regions through sustainable
growth and joint environmental protection. More specifically,
for the period 2014-2020, the programme offers total
funding of €53 million, €4.9 million representing co-
financing amounting to 10% of the Union contribution, to
support two main thematic objectives:
